Art Key Skills:

Exploring and developing ideas – investigate abstract painters such Joan Miro

Drawing – using photographs, make studies in sketchbooks of various planet surfaces

Painting – develop from preliminary studies in sketchbooks, a large-scale painting in colour, in response to an imaginary planet surface.

Evaluate – children describe what they like or might change about their work next time and what materials they preferred using.

Science Key Vocabulary:
Orbit: the regular course of an object, about a star or planet.

Solar System: the collection of eight planets and their moons round the sun.

Time zones: a range of longitudes where a common standard time is used.

Axis: an imaginary line about which a body rotates.

Revolve: move in a circular orbit around.

Sun: the star round which the Earth orbits.

Moon: the natural satellite of the Earth, visible by reflected light from the Sun.

Science Key Skills:

How do the Earth, Sun and Moon fit within our Solar System? – describe the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in our solar system.

What does we know about the shape and movement of the Earth? - describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies.

How do we get day and night? - use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.
